Some singers will only fly business class at a price of what a new kitchen would cost .  They require a limousine with driver available around the clock and in their dressing rooms, they expect the perfect brand of mineral water chilled to exactly 10 degrees.

Other singers are not like this.  For them it is more about maintaining as normal a life as possible, when they fly around the world and find themselves in new places all the time.

One of those who definitely falls into the latter category visited us last week; tenor Lawrence Brownlee, who filled the concert hall with his creamy, flexible voice and his obvious musicality. The critics rated the evening with the very highest stars.  It was one of the biggest nights in the Concert Hall for all of us who were lucky enough to be there !

We already have an agreement that Larry will return to sing in Tivoli again next summer, on the 1st of July 2012, and, for the first time in his career, portray Nadir in Bizet's wonderful opera “The Pearl Fishers” (Les pêcheurs de perles) in a concert version with the Tivoli Symphony Orchestra and some other soloists. We will announce who they are later this year, when ticket sales for that concert, and a number of others in 2012, also commence. 

It will indeed be a pleasure to welcome Larry Brownlee again. 
He is actually just as humble and kind privately as he appears on stage. Back home he tries to live a normal family life with the challenges this implies for a soloist at his level. His family lives in the U.S.A., and although Brownlee often sings in Europe for long periods, he keeps in touch with them via Skype. In a few months he becomes a father for the second time, and he talks every day with his son who is almost a year old. I hope that his son in the not too distant future will torment his father, begging him to take him to Tivoli every summer. I’ll be only too happy to provide him with a free Tivoli Tour Pass.
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
